Due to scheduling no applications will be accepted after September 2nd. 
For the safety and comfort of the public, please do not break down your booth prior to 5pm. There will be a dinner break before the night time music begins for you to clean up if you choose to leave before the festival ends at 9pm. Likewise, set up 7:00am to 9:45 am. You will be given a numbered spot on the morning of the festival. No vehicles will be allowed on the streets before or after the designated times.  Food vendors (on site prep) will need to complete the application for a permit from the Pitt County Health Dept, which is located at http://www.pittcountync.gov/apps/formslib/ and look under Public Health – temporary food vendor application. Upon request, we will provide you with a copy of the application. Please expect booth inspection from the Health Dept the morning of the festival. See Health Dept rules below. Food vendors may want to stay for the night time festivities, so please plan accordingly.   
 
Pitt County Health Department Temporary Food Vendor Rules: 
Non Profit Organizations-  
Not required to follow the health dept set up, BUT you still must complete the application for the health dept and submit proof of your non- profit status. 
 No fee required. 
  
Baked goods prepared off site:  
No inspection 
No permit/No fee  
Application highly encouraged 
 
All foods should be prepared on site. The only exception is baked goods 
Individuals/Businesses for Profit 
On site food prep: 
Required to complete the health dept application and follow their set up procedures. There is an application fee to the health dept of $75 to get a permit. You should expect inspection by the health dept on the day of the festival if preparing on site.  
Baked goods prepared off site:  
No inspection 
No permit/No fee
